List of polling stations of each ward is to be provided by each RO appointed by SEC. The computer cell will compile this data and generate following reports 

a. List of total number of Polling Stations Ward wise

b. List of total population in each ward and in all 272 wards

c. Rechecking of Polling station data with number of voters in each polling station.

d. Misc. report as required by SEC

b. Preparation of CD/DVD Ward Wise.
Using final list of Polling station the Computer cell will generate CD of electoral rolls ward wise which contains parts of electoral rolls for that ward. This CD is to be sold to general public by SEC. 

c. Preparation of list of RO’s , ARO’s, Sector Officers , Sector Plan (Draft & final)
List of RO’s., ARO’s, Election Observers, Expenditure observers, Sector officers to be prepared both in English and in Hindi. 

There will be multiple amendments and multiple set of print outs as experienced in the past.

f. Formation of Polling Parties 

Formation of polling parties is to be done at SEC.  SEC will send prescribed format to government departments using which SEC will arrange polling parties’ staff and deploy at various polling stations. Computer cell will check duplicity, correct data according to prescribed format, and arrange polling staff so that same department staff will not get deployed at same polling stations and also avoid same personnel to be deployed at two polling stations. There may be around 13,000 polling parties.
g. Generation of election results

RO’s will send election result ward wise to SEC (electronically and manually). This data will be compiled to generate following reports

a. Ward wise Election Report

b. Ward Wise Winner & Runner up report

c. Ward wise Winner & Runner up report with comparison from last election

f. Share of each political party ward wise, assembly wise and of total 272 wards

g. Election winner report gender wise, SC/ST or General category wise with comparison from last election.
